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A teacher has a number of different resources to refer to when it comes to understanding
how the students can sit a test onscreen or on paper.

11.1 Sitting a Test Onscreen

To get an idea of how students sit a test onscreen, the user can access a demonstration of
how the Test Player works from the Help Pages. The Demonstration can be accessed from
the Help Content menu of any Help Page.

11.1.1 Practicing Sitting a Test Onscreen

If the students have not sat a test onscreen before, then it would be a good idea for the
teacher to get them to have a practice run, before they sit a real test. Some resources the
teacher could use to familiarise the student’s with sitting a test onscreen are listed below.

Screen Navigation

The students are also able to access the Screen Navigation demonstration movie. For
further details, see the Student Module — Screen Navigation section.

Practice Questions

The students are able to access Practice Questions for a particular test which has been
assigned to them.

Note: a test’s Practice Questions can only be accessed when the test assignment is
available to the student, i.e. between the Date Available and Due Date of the assignment.

11.1.2 Practicing Sitting a Test on Paper

If the students have not sat a test on paper before, then the teacher should follow the
Administration Instructions of the test to familiarise the student with sitting a paper test.
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
