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2.1 Tables 
When teachers view the e-asTTle screens they are often presented with a table which lists 
all the tests (or students or groups) that you could access. 
 
2.1.1 Sorting 

·  Sort the list of tests by each of the Columns, by clicking on the arrow icon in the 
column.  

·  If the arrow is pointing downwards and you click on it, it will sort by that column in 
ascending order.  

·  If the arrow is pointing upwards and you click on it, it will sort by that column in 
descending order. 

 
2.1.2 Links 

If the Name (of the test/student/group) is displayed as a hyperlink, you can click on that 
Name to select that particular test/student/group. 
 
2.1.3 Radio buttons 

If there is a radio button next to each row in the table, you can click on it and then select one 
of the buttons at the bottom of the table to indicate the action you want to carry out for that 
particular test/student/group. 
 
2.1.4 Filtering 

You can filter for particular tests by selecting one or more filter variables and then clicking 
the Search  button.

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2.2 Buttons, Links 
This is a WEB APPLICATION not a website.  It is therefore important that all 
teachers/administrators use the navigation provided inside the browser window.  These are 
provided in the forms of the left menu, the hyperlinks, and the buttons. 
 

Don't use browser BACK, FORWARD, STOP. 
 
 

2.3 Screen Elements 
2.3.1 Banner 

The e-asTTle banner is always displayed at the top of the page. This includes: 
·  HELP button: click on this to get assistance on the particular area of e-asTTle you 

are currently in 
·  LOGOUT button: click on this to log out of the e-asTTle system 
·  Home link: click on this to return to the Home Page 

 
2.3.2 Left Menu 

The Left Menu contains a list of the major modules within e-asTTle.  This is the user’s main 
point of reference for navigation.  All functionality can be found by using these options.  
 
2.3.3 Navigation Bar 

There is often a Navigation Bar at the top of the page. This is particularly the case where 
there are a number of steps involved in a certain process e.g., Create Test.  It helps users to 
understand where they are in the process and how many more steps they need to go 
through.   
 
2.3.4 Title 

Each page has a title, making it easier for the user to understand what actions they are 
carrying out. The title is also useful if users are seeking assistance from the Helpdesk so 
they can understand which step they need help with. 
 
2.3.5 Information Panel 

Each page also contains a short summary of the actions that a user can carry out on the 
page.  This is also the place where feedback messages will be displayed.
