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If the test is: 
 Delivery method = Onscreen 
 Status = Ready 
 
Then the student is able to sit the test.  The following screen appears when the "Sit Test" 
button is pressed on the previous screen (Test Details).

23.1 Test Details 
This section repeats the information provided in the table, and on the test details screen.  It 
is intended to provide a reminder of the key information about the test. 
 

23.2 Instructions Section 
This section provides important information to the student about their test.  In particular, 
once the student starts the test they need to answer ALL the questions. They cannot exit the 
test and come back and answer the questions later.  
 
If students have not completed a test onscreen before, they should take the time to view the 
"Screen Navigation" demonstration and use the practice questions.  It is important that they 
are familiar with all of the options in the test BEFORE commencing in order to ensure that 
what is being tested is their ability in that subject rather than their computer ability. 
 

23.3 Screen Navigation 
Click the Screen Navigation  button to show a short movie that will explain the different 
elements of the screens. This will show students how to move around the test, how to 
answer questions, how to highlight text for reference and how to finish the test.

Once complete, students can then use the Test Details  button to return to the previous 
screen. 
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23.4 Practice Questions  
Click the Practice Questions  button to practice answering questions that will be similar to 
those in the test.  There are multiple, subject-specific practice questions which cover the 
range of item types that are present in the e-asTTle item bank.  It is good testing practice to 
ensure students are aware of the different types of items. 
 
When students click on the Practice Questions  button a separate window will appear, just 
as it will when they sit a real test.  It is also a good opportunity to ensure that the computer 
has the correct version of Flash and that pop-ups are not blocked before the student needs 
to finish the test (see the “Release Notes” document for further information on Flash and 
pop-up blockers). 
 
The purpose of these questions is to allow students to: 

·  answer different types of questions so that they are familiar with how to answer each 
question when it is presented to them in the test. These include multi-choice, open-
ended and matching items. 

·  use the tools that will be available to them in the test: 
o a "delete" to remove their current answer, or clear the highlighting  
o a "highlight pen" to highlight one line of text for reference later on 
o a "highlight block" to highlight a section, paragraph of text for reference later 

on 
o an "I'm not sure" to put a question mark beside the thumbnail in the left hand 

side and acts as a reminder at the end of the test to go back and check their 
answer. 

 
Notes: 
 

·  There is no time limit on answering the practice questions, however, teachers should 
take this time into account when booking a computer lab.   

·  Students should be reminded that they need to start the test before the Date/Time 
Due.  

·  All students should complete the practice questions the first time they complete an 
asTTle test. Students do not need to complete these every time they do an asTTle 
test unless they need a reminder about how to answer the different questions. 

·  A test’s Practise Questions can only be accessed when the test assignment is 
available to the student (i.e. between the Date Available and Due Date of the 
assignment).

Start Test 

Once the student has viewed the Screen Navigation and Practice Questions, they need to 
acknowledge that they are ready to start the test. 
 
They do this by clicking the I am ready to begin the test  checkbox. The Start Test  button 
will be enabled.  Click Start Test  button. The Test Player will open in another browser 
window and the test will appear. The reason why there are multiple clicks is to slow students 
from rushing to sitting the test before they have read the main instructions. 
 
The attitude questions are presented first, followed by review time, then the main test where 
the students can respond to questions. 
 
Notes: 
 

·  Once each section is finished, the student cannot return to it.  For example, once the 
student has answered the attitude questions and moved on to either "Review Time" 
or "Answer Questions", they will not be able to return to the Attitude Questions. 

·  Once the time has finished for each section, the system will automatically move to 
the next section.   

·  If the student finishes a section early, they can use the navigation options (buttons, or 
links) to move to the next section. 

·  After the Test Question section, a Test summary is presented to the student, where 
the student can see if they have missed, or flagged any questions. 
Note: in the case of Adaptive Tests, a Summary is given at the end of every stage. 

·  In the case of Adaptive Tests, once a student finishes a stage and moves onto the 
next stage in a test, they cannot return to that stage and change their answers.
