24.5 Section 5:  Test Summary  
The test summary provides 3 purposes: 
 

1. To remind students to check their test before submitting 
2. Highlight the “questions flagged” 
3. Highlight the “questions not answered” 

 
Students can click on each link to see the questions in each state and either use the left 
hand panel to go back to the question or click directly on the thumbnail to be taken directly to 
that question. 
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In the case of Adaptive tests, the Test Summary is given at the end of every stage of the 
test.
