·  Administered between – select the date range of administered tests

·  Click on Test Name, or check the select box(es) and click View Reports, to go to the 

reports for the test.

·  If the student selects 1 test assignment, then the Individual Learning Pathways report 
will be presented. 

·  If the student selects more than 1 test assignment, then the Student Progress report 
will be presented.
